recent energy plan submitted to the state, Puget Sound Energy declared that they use coal
to produce 37% of the energy being used to power our homes and that they intend to keep
on using coal power for the next 17 years at least. Send a letter to PSE attention Jeff Goltz

and Andy Wappler and also to Gov Gregoire asking to end this practice. Points to
consider: cost of coal is significantly higher than other energy sources; coal pollutes more
than any other energy source; coal produces more economic damage than it provides in
revenue; coal poses potential health and human welfare risks with mercury emissions and
twice as much carbon dioxide production than natural gas-fired generation.

Treasurer

The positive balance for July and the negative balance for August are not significant but
rather due to the timing of when checks are sent out by our Treasurer. Committee clerks,
please submit your budget requests. Approximately 79% of our current expected budget
has been received, and approximately 60% of the budget has actually been spent. Our



treasurer is optimistic about the end of the year budget deficit. (Note: several reports are
attached at the end of this document.)

A Friends General Conference Scholarship Fund has been established with a generous
donation made by Annelise. An ad hoc committee has been requested for the purpose of
establishing a process for utilizing this scholarship. Annelise and Do have volunteered to be
on the committee, and at least one other person has been asked to volunteer. Please
contact Annelise or Don if you are so inclined. There was unity (and approval) for the
creation of this ad hoc committee. Meeting already has a general scholarship fund. This
would be a specific Scholarship Fund, more active, and to be presented on an annual basis.

PNOM Concern

The Continuing Committee has begun a discussion of financial options that may be needed

in order for PNQM to continue its current pold/
sessions. There was a very substantial deficit from our Spring 2009 session, over $1800, in

spite of a large attendance. Although we have some financial reserves, such deficits are

not sustainable and must be prevented or greatly reduced beginning not later than spring

2010. Three possible policy changes have been discussed and need to be seasoned by

Friends: (1) increasing the annual assessment requested from meetings and worship

groups so that the assessment revenue provides a substantial subsidy for financial aid (i.e.,

for fApay what you cano); (2) requesting that
help from their meetings, when possible, instead of or in addition to setting their own fee

l evel s; and (3) eliminating the fApay what you
the deadline.

These possibilities (which are not mutually exclusive), and perhaps others, will be discussed

further at the fall 2009 QM session, September 25-27, both in the Meeting for Business and

in the Continuing Committee. 't is very impor
